WICK GUIDE

The most important element of candle making is proper wicking.  The initial process of determining the proper wick size is based on the size and/or 
shape of the container.  Container size is determined by measuring the inside dimensions of the container at its widest point.  The following chart provides 
a guide for wicking – actual results should be determined on an application 
by application basis:

Tea Lights & Small Containers, 1.25” – 1.5” Diameter 

#6

Small Containers, 2” – 2.25” Diameter

#8

Medium Containers, 2.25” – 2.5” Diameter

Medium Containers, 2.5” – 2.75” Diameter

#12

Medium Containers, 2.75” – 3” Diameter

#14

Large Containers, 3” – 3.5”  Diameter

#16

Large Containers, 3.5” – 4” Diameter

Small Containers, burns up to 1” in Diameter


#2

Small Containers, burns up to 2” in Diameter

#3

Medium Containers, burns up to 3” in Diameter

#4

Large Containers, up to 4” in Diameter
#2 long & #3 long same diameter, but wick is 10” tall for taller containers

For containers larger than 4” in diameter, we recommend double or triple

wicking the container.  For example, we recommend trying two #6 wicks

which is 2” – 2.25” which would total 4” to 4.5” in diameter.  Or with the new 

wicks this would be 2 number 2’s.

Example:  for a 5” to 6” container we suggest 3 number #8, or 3 number #2

with the new wicks. 

When determining the correct wick size for single wicking a small square container, measure diagonally across the jar and you may even need to use a larger size wick than the suggested application.  Square or triangle containers you normally need to go up in size where the wax will liquefy for corner to corner.  Larger square jars should be double or triple wicked for best performance.

Squares over 5” use 4 wicks - #2 or #6

NOTE:  Please use the above recommendations regarding wicks sizes and their application only as a general guide or starting point.  We cannot guarantee these recommendations because there are too many variables involved.  Your results may vary greatly depending on dye, fragrance, container shape & size, burning conditions, etc.  Experimentation and test burning is highly recommended and is the only way to accurately determine the appropriate wick size for your candles.
